
INVOICES - SUMMER TERM 2025
Summer term 2025 invoices have now been sent. This invoice is for sessions taking place between Tuesday

22nd April and Tuesday 22nd July inclusive. 

If you choose to pay in full, please ensure payment is made by Friday 18th April. 
Alternatively, if would like to pay in 2 instalments, the payment deadlines are: 

1st 50% due by Friday 18th April 2025 
2nd 50% due by Friday 23rd May 2025

Please note that a £20 surcharge will apply for late payments, so please ensure timely payments are
arranged to avoid unnecessary additional fees. 

Please see the email sent with your invoice for details on the various options available for making
payment. Please note that if you are paying by Tax Free Childcare Scheme, we must receive your unique

TFC code BEFORE you make a payment to us. 
If you are paying by Childcare Vouchers please send an email to hen@hordleprimary.co.uk to advise that

you have made a payment so that we can make the Hampshire Accounts team aware and your
payment can be allocated to Hordle Explorers. 

Please note that we have not yet received an essential funding report from Hampshire County Council
that allows us to verify the balance of available funded hours. If your child has insufficient funded hours

an adjustment to the invoice may be required and we will be in touch in due course.

IMPORTANT FUNDING INFORMATION

Friday 28th March 2025

EYE funding enables nurseries to claim up to 38 weeks funding per year and Hordle Explorers Nursery opens
39 weeks per year. This means that there is a shortfall in funding over the course of the year which results in

our funded children receiving an invoice. 
The maximum number of hours and weeks we can claim per term does vary year on year and when your

child exceeds these hours, parents will be charged for sessions at our standard hourly rate of £7.50 per hour.
A voluntary consumables fee of £1 per hour applies to all funded hours. 

This academic year the shortfall is split across Autumn and Summer terms. Invoices were sent for the first 3
days of Autumn term and charges will be applied for the final 2 days of Summer term (Monday 21st &

Tuesday 22nd July). A further invoice may be incurred for some families if your child has run out of claimable
hours (this depends upon your child’s funding start date and the number of hours they attend). 

Please plan ahead for this and note that non-attendance or a request for a reduction of hours will NOT be
accepted in lieu of payment. Please note that families are not charged for Inset Days and Bank Holidays

and therefore any invoices take these days into account and are reduced accordingly.
